 ɷ  Narrow the search by using AND  

 Example: nursing and history  
 ɷ  Broaden the search by using OR 

  (Separate sy nonyms with an OR and enclose in parentheses)  

 Example: nursing  and (profession or  career or  job)   
 ɷ  Broaden the search by using Truncation  

  (Use *  to search for different endings to words)  

 Example: nurs*  and child *  and (disease*  or  syndrome* )

The Advanced Search page provides additional options for making searches more
